The three-month long rainy season has finally come to an end here in Sikkim. Fortunately we have beautiful sunny days right now and the nights are getting cool. In nature everything is very beautiful: the jungle is abundantly green after all this rain and many flowers are blooming. 
The monks continue their daily routine of studying Tibetan and the various prayers. Tibetan is a difficult language to learn and they are also trained to pronounce everything very fast.
They also learn to use more and more of the traditional instruments which are being used in the pujas.

Time and time again it is so wonderful to see and hear their progress. It makes me utterly happy to see the joy and enthusiasm with which the boys are doing what they are doing!

Outside people started the preparations for the building of new accommodation and meditation rooms. To even start the actual building the piece of land has to be prepared. In the middle of it is a huge big rock which is being cut into smaller rocks and stones. The rocks will be used for building a retaining wall in the forest and the smaller stones for the foundation of the house. This job in itself already takes several months and all the work is only done by hand…..
All the other building material has to be carried up from the road by porters because the monastery is situated 20 minutes above the motorable road. So every bag of sand, every bag of cement, ever plank and every single nail goes up with man power!!
